Recipients of these awards will document expenditures with the
Geography Department administrative assistant, and should acknowledge these awards in any
publications that result from their research, including their thesis or research papers.

Students are strongly encouraged to submit their proposals to additional funding sources,
particularly the Specialty Groups of the Association of American Geographers.
